Update on FilNet application as a Society 


Filnet was officially registered with the Registrar of Companies as Filnet Information Technology Society on January 25, 2000

· The President may not be re-elected for two consecutive terms.

The group has to decide to use the site name www.filnet.org, or www.filnet.bc.ca but will require the IP address and the required fee to get properly registered.

Kennedy has already finalized the database design.  The database is now ready to store  information from the members
Minor changes will be made by Grace based on suggestion by Jose.

Dean's server's IP address to register our site with InterNIC.

Manny to discuss with the members of Internet Committee

Kennedy will send the  specification for purposes of data conversion to ACCESS. 

Members will then send their information thru email to populate the database in accordance with the above Kennedy’s specs.

Manny would still to investigate how much a firewall would cost and address the procedures necessary to monitor and recover the site from hacker attacks.

The website will be made dynamic until some technical issues are solved.  In the meantime, the group will use static pages for purposes of having a temporary website.
