Poch and Jimmy
Poch will provide or set up password for Jimmy


Website
Anthony, Irene and Grace
Will be responsible for design and website maintenance


Database
Kennedy will maintain an independent FilNet database for e-groups backup and other purposes.
Must ensure that the database is synchronized with e-groups.


Treasurer
Art Mendoza
May be needed if we need to collect fees and manage funds for scholarships and other purposes.


Meeting Topics and general coordination
Manny
Will do this until a decision is made regarding organizational structure.

Membership categories
Joey suggested membership categories

Regular, student, associate, probationary, etc.

Membership forms
Will require members to sign application form
Manny will produce form and introduce during the next meeting


Membership fee
Will start with $20 to cover cost
Art Mendoza will collect fee and open an account once FilNet is registered


Membership Scope
We will start as a BC organization, publish website first, then consider external applications.

Scope will probably expand to allow FilNet to become an international organization.

Membership sponsors
Applicants must be sponsored by members

Or, do we accept just any applicants?

Society Registration
Will investigate and consider registration as a non-profit society.
Art Mendoza will investigate and report during the next meeting
This will dictate whether we need to elect officers, declare founding members, etc.

Meeting dates
Meetings shall be every second Saturday of the month except when they fall on a long weekend. In such case, it will be the 3rd weekend of the month.
Manny shall update the existing FilNet documentation to reflect this.
Exception is next month's which will be on Nov. 6th. See below.

Minutes of Meetings
For now, we will need a volunteer to take the minutes prior to the start of the meeting.

If, as a registered society, we are required to elect officers/board members, we will elect a secretary for this purpose.

Locations
Members will rotate hosting the meetings
Any members may volunteer to host.
To minimize potential liability risks to FilNet and hosting members, rotation is necessary for now.

FilNet Website
Responsibility as described above.




Name will be FilNet.bc.ca
Manny to install initial website to a host server and notify members then pass IP address and other DNS information to Poch for registration. This should be completed by next meeting.
Name can still be changed in the future (i.e., filnet.org, etc.)


Logo, mission statement, colour scheme, overall design
Grace Amado, Anthony and Irene to modify Manny's initial web design based on approved design. This should occur after Manny has installed the website.
Everyone will contribute to content and other ideas.


Content shall include member list, profile of each member showing expertise, technology news update, schedule of events, announcements, others
Manny will set up initial contents. Anthony and Irene will maintain website on an on-going basis. All members shall contribute as far as content is concerned.



Inter-NIC cost for domain name, etc.
Members shall share cost through membership fees. Will start collecting fees next meeting.
If fees are collected, part of it will be for web-related on-going expenses. Manny indicated that Vic Ingco has volunteered to cover the initial web costs.

Disclaimer
There will be a disclaimer to appear on both the website and the form.
Manny to develop the application form and add disclaimer to the initial website. Disclaimer shall include no liability to FilNet for actions by or losses to members.
Members must indicate if they don't want their names or pictures to appear in any FilNet publications.

Next meeting
Date: Nov. 6th at Art Mendoza's place in Port Coquitlam. Same time.
Art will send instructions to his residence.
Agenda will include BC Society's Act requirements to be presented by Art.

Other organizational topics.

Another topic for our next meeting: should the fees vary depending on membership category (i.e., should student members pay less, institution members more, etc.)
